‘Patagonia’. The song was composed by the children under the guidance of Mr Llwyd. An incredible performance on the 
Yr Adlen stage in Margam earned this special group of children…1st place! A remarkable achievement for them, and of 
course, for the school! 
Finally, we hope you, our supportive families, have a wonderful summer break and we look forward to welcoming you 

back on Tuesday the 2nd of September fresh and ready for a new term with a new teacher! (3rd of September for nursery 

children) The staff have once again been planning exciting activities for the coming term and hope that you will be able 

share in these activities with us in school.

We had fun practising and performing our final ever school 

assembly. It was lovely to have the opportunity to say thank you and goodbye to all the staff and pupils of the school. We will 

really miss Ysgol Gymraeg Sant Curig, but we are excited for the next chapter in our lives.
